Subject:         Project Update  

  
  

NOTICE:  The La Fonda Bridge over Highway 1 will be demolished starting 
August 6. La Fonda Avenue over the highway will be closed for 6-8 months. 
  

Demolition/Traffic Impacts:  
  

August 6 & 7 – All Highway 1 southbound lanes and one northbound lane will 

be closed between 12:00 am midnight and 5:00 am on both nights from the 
Morrissey to Soquel interchange to demolish the SOUTHBOUND side of the 
bridge.  

August 13 & 14 – All Highway 1 northbound lanes and one southbound lane 
will be closed between 11:00 pm and 4:00 am on  both nights from the 

Soquel and Morrissey interchanges to demolish the NORTHBOUND half of 
bridge.   
During the night closure of the highway sections (as noted above), traffic will 

be detoured on Morrissey and Soquel, respectively.  
Alternate routes are limited. Please reduce auto travel as much as possible 

and allow additional travel time.
