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This NSSP is approved by LAP for use as long as the instructions are complied with.


Section 20-2.01C(2). Use to specify different requirements for turf and ground cover for trenching and backfilling.

1. Use if removed turf is to be reused.
Replace item 1 in the list in the 3rd paragraph of section 20-2.01C(2) of the RSS for section 20 with:
1.	Turf is required, keep removed turf cool and moist.


2. Use if removed turf is to be reused.
Replace item 1 in the list in the 11th paragraph of section 20-2.01C(2) of the RSS for section 20 with:
1.	Turf, replace with the removed turf.


3. Use if removed turf area is to be seeded. Insert the botanical and common names of seed to be used and specify application rate.
Replace item 1 in the list in the 11th paragraph of section 20-2.01C(2) of the RSS for section 20 with:
1.	Turf, seed trench areas with __________ (________) seed at the rate of ___ lb/1,000 sq ft after compacting and grading the backfill materials. If settlement occurs after seeding or bare spots appear, regrade and reseed these areas. Water seeded areas as required to keep the soil moist.


4. Use if replacement of ground cover is not required.
Replace item 2 in the list in the 11th paragraph of section 20-2.01C(2) of the RSS for section 20 with:
2.	Groundcover, replacement of groundcover that is removed or rototilled is not required.


Include this edit to specify sand bedding only for trenches through existing surfacing.
Replace the 1st sentence in the 13th paragraph in section 20-2.01C(2) of the RSS for section 20 with:
Install supply lines and conduits at the bottom of trenches. Where existing surfacing has been removed backfill with sand to a depth of 2" over the top of supply lines and conduits.

5. Use if preemergent pesticides are to be used.
Add to section 20-2.01C(2) of the RSS for section 20:
Apply 1 application of a preemergent pesticide to trenched areas in existing ground cover areas and to trenched areas adjacent to fences, curbs, dikes and shoulders. The Engineer determines when the preemergent pesticide must be applied.
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
