The DRE Commitment form states in part, "...names of the First Tier DBE Subcontractors and their
respective item(s) of work listed above must be consistent, where applicable, with the names and items of
work in the ‘Subcontractor List’ submitted with your bid."

On the Subcontractor List form Griffith identified Austin Enterprise (Austin) as only performing Bid Item
194 - sawcut roadway excavation. However, on the DBE Commitment form, Griffith identified Austin as
performing Bid ltein #18 - sawcut demo concrete. The addition of Bid Item #18 changes the description of
work to be performed by the subcontractor and constitutes a change that is not consistent with the
Subcontractor List form and is in violation of the subcontractor listing laws as well as the Subcontractor List
and DBE Commitment form instructions.

Based on the above, Caltrans will proceed to award the contract to the lowest responsible bidder.
