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Section 83-2.02D(1). Use if (1) concrete barrier is in a marine environment, (2) concrete barrier is constructed on aggregate base, (3) abrasive blasting is prohibited by environmental restraints or (4) concrete barrier has a surface texture that is included in the payment for the concrete barrier.

Add to section 83-2.02D(1):
1. Use in marine environments within 1,000 feet of ocean or tidal water. Use with SSP 52-2.02C.
Bar reinforcing steel for use in concrete barriers must be epoxy coated under section 52-2.03.
2. Use if concrete barrier is constructed on aggregate base. Details of the base layer must be shown on the typical cross sections. Use appropriate aggregate base SSP. Edit for the class of the aggregate base.
Where shown, construct concrete barriers on a layer of Class _____ aggregate base. Aggregate base must comply with section 26. Adjust the height of the barriers to allow for irregularities in the surface of the finished aggregate base. The adjustment amount will be ordered before the concrete is placed.
3. Use if concrete barrier has a surface texture that is included in the payment for the concrete barrier. Insert the type of texture.
__________ texture must comply with section 51-1.03G.

4. Use if abrasive blasting is prohibited by environmental restraints.
Delete the 3rd paragraph of section 83-2.02D(4).
