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Use when applicable.  Add to SSP 20-250.

REMOVE EXISTING LAWN (SOD) FOR TRENCHING

Existing lawn (sod) shall be removed for trenching and replaced in conformance with the provisions in Section 20‑4, "Highway Planting," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.

2

When pipe supply lines are to be installed by trenching in lawn areas, existing sod shall be removed prior to the start of trenching operations.  Trench widths across existing lawn areas shall not exceed 300 mm.

3.  Use when existing sod is to be reused.

Removed sod shall be reused over the backfilled trenches.  Removed sod shall be stored in a cool place and shall be kept moist.  If the Engineer determines that due to the Contractor's negligence, the removed sod is not suitable for use after storage, new sod of a similar variety shall be furnished and placed at the Contractor's expense.  Removed sod not reused shall be removed and disposed of outside the highway right of way in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.  The work for reused sod shall conform to the following:

A.
Trenches shall be backfilled, compacted and graded such that the finished grade of the replacement sod matches the elevation of the adjacent existing sod.  Trench settlement occurring during the life of the contract shall be corrected at the Contractor's expense.

3B.  Include funds in the Estimate of Cost under Supplemental Work for mowing.

B.
Sodded trench areas shall be watered as often and in sufficient amounts as conditions may require to keep the soil and plant roots moist during the life of the contract.  If mowing is ordered by the Engineer and the work is not provided for in these special provisions, the mowing will be paid for as extra work as provided in Section 4‑1.03D of the Standard Specifications.

C.
Lawn damaged by the Contractor's operations outside the 300 mm removal limit shall be replaced with new sod at the Contractor's expense.

4*.  Edit item description if required.

Full compensation for reusing existing sod shall be considered as included in the contract prices paid per meter for the various sizes of plastic pipe (supply line) involved and no separate payment will be made therefor.

5.  Use when sod is to be replaced with new sod.

Removed sod shall be disposed of outside the highway right of way in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.  New sod of a variety similar to the existing lawn shall be furnished and placed over the backfilled trenches.  The work for replaced sod shall conform to the following:

A.
Trenches shall be backfilled, compacted and graded so that the finished grade of the replacement sod matches the elevation of the adjacent existing sod.  Trench settlement occurring during the life of the contract shall be corrected at the Contractor's expense.

5B.  Include funds in the Engineer's Estimate under Supplemental Work for mowing if needed.

B.
Sodded trench areas shall be watered as often and in sufficient amounts as conditions may require to keep the soil and plant roots moist during the life of the contract.  If mowing is ordered by the Engineer and the mowing is not provided for in these special provisions, the mowing will be paid for as extra work as provided in Section 4‑1.03D of the Standard Specifications.

C.
Lawn damaged by the Contractor's operations outside the 300 mm removal limit shall be replaced with new sod at the Contractor's expense.

6*.  Edit item description if required.

Full compensation for disposing of existing sod and furnishing and placing new sod shall be considered as included in the contract prices paid per meter for the various sizes of plastic pipe (supply line) involved and no separate payment will be made therefor.

7*.  Use when the backfilled trench areas are to be seeded. 

Removed sod shall be disposed of outside the highway right of way in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.  Trenches shall be backfilled to a depth of not less than 50 mm from the top of the trench with material excavated from the trench.  The remaining trench shall be backfilled with topsoil to the top of the adjacent existing sod.  Seeding trenches shall also conform to the following:

7A*.  Insert the Botanical and (Common) names of seed to be used and specify application rate.

A.
After compacting and grading the backfill materials, trench areas shall be seeded with  __________ (________) seed at the rate of ___ kg per 100 square meters.

B.
If settlement occurs after seeding or bare spots appear at times during the life of the contract, these areas shall be regraded and reseeded at the Contractor's expense.

7C.  Include funds in the Engineer's Estimate under Supplemental Work for mowing.

C.
Seeded trench areas shall be watered as often and in sufficient amounts as conditions may require to keep the soil and plant roots moist during the life of the contract.  If mowing is ordered by the Engineer and the mowing is not provided for in these special provisions, the mowing will be paid for as extra work as provided in Section 4‑1.03D of the Standard Specifications.

D.
Lawn damaged by the Contractor's operations outside the 300 mm removal limit shall be replaced at the Contractor's expense by seeding as specified herein.

8*.  Edit item description if required.

Full compensation for disposing of existing sod, furnishing and placing topsoil, and furnishing and sowing seed shall be considered as included in the contract prices paid per meter for the various sizes of plastic pipe (supply line) involved and no separate payment will be made therefor.
