Yuba County, located in the Northern Sacramento Valley is
home to Beale Air Force Base, which is home to more than 4,000
military personnel. The county was named after the Yuba River
by Captain John Sutter for the Native American village Yubu near
the confluence of the Yuba and Feather rivers. Yuba County has a
population of 73,025 people and 15,973 wage and salary jobs.
The per capita income in Yuba County is $25,835, and the average
salary per worker is $63,723.

Employment in the Sacramento Valley (consisting of
Sacramento, Yolo, Placer, El Dorado, Yuba and Sutter Counties) fell
at a rate of -4.9 percent during 2009, the worst employment loss
on record. In 2009, an estimated 810 total wage and salary jobs
were lost in Yuba County, implying a growth rate of -4.8 percent.
Non-farm employment fell by 4.9 percent. Farm employment
declined 3.7 percent. The unemployment rate increased to 18.1
percent in 2009.

The only sector to create jobs during 2009 was transportation,
which grew by 15 workers, or 2.5 percent. Government employment,
which accounts for 41 percent of all employment in Yuba County,
lost 410 jobs during 2009. The remaining job losses were spread
across all sectors of the economy, with no other sector losing over
100 jobs.

Between 2008 and 2009, population grew at a rate of 0.7
percent in Yuba County. Nearly 78 percent of the population resides
in unincorporated Yuba. The largest city in the county, Marysville,
grew by 0.9 percent between January 2008 and January 2009.
There were an estimated 312 net out migrants leaving the county
in 20009.

ForecasT HIGHLIGHTS

e Job growth is forecast to remain negative in 2010, with
employment contracting another 0.4 percent. Job growth is
expected average 1.6 percent per year between 2010 and
2015. Non-farm job growth averages 1.7 percent while farm
employment is expected to average -0.3 percent over the same
period.

e Average salaries adjusted for inflation are currently above the
California state average and will remain so over the forecast
period. Inflation adjusted salaries are expected to rise an
average of 0.8 percent per year between 2010 and 2015.

e The government, healthcare and education, and professional
services labor markets will create the most jobs over the 2010
t0 2015 period. These sectors account for 65 percent of the jobs
created in the county. The financial activities sector is the only
non-farm sector expected to lose jobs over the same period.
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e The population in the county will continue to grow steadily.
Annual growth in the 2010 to 2015 period averages 1.8 percent
per year.

e Net migration will turn positive in 2010, with an estimated
195 persons entering the county. Over the next five years net
migration is expected to average 530 net migrants per year.

e Real per capita income is forecast to rise 0.7 percent in 2010.
From 2010 to 2015, real per capita incomes are expected to
increase an average of 1.7 percent per year.

e Total taxable sales, adjusted for inflation, are expected to
increase an average of 1.4 percent per year between 2010
and 2015.

e Industrial production is forecast to increase 0.3 percent in 2010.
From 2010 to 2105 the growth rate of industrial production
averages 3.3 percent per year. During this period farm production
is forecast to decline by an average of 0.2 percent per year. The
principle crop in the county is rice.
