Percent reduction of transportation system-related air pollution for 
· Greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions and
· Criteria pollutant emissions
	System:
· 15% red. (from 2010 levels) of GHG to achieve 1990 levels by 2020. 
· 85% red. (from 2000 levels) in diesel particulate matter emissions statewide by 2020.
· 80% red.(from 2010 levels) in NOx emissions in So. Coast Air Basin by 2023.

	3.2.3 Caltrans Operations Air & Energy
Percent reduction of pollutants from Caltrans design, construction, operation, and maintenance of transportation infrastructure and building for: 
· (GHG) emissions, 
· criteria air emissions, and 
· water pollution
	Operations:
By 2020, reduce CT internal operational pollutants by Dist. from 2010 levels (from planning, project delivery, construction., operations, maintenance, equipment, & buildings) including: 
· 15% red.by 2015 & 20% red. by 2020 of CT GHG emissions per EO-B-18-12.
· 10% red. in water pollutants.
By 2020, 85% reduction (from 2000 levels) in diesel particulate matter emissions statewide.

By 2023, 80% reduction. (from 2010 levels) in NOx emissions in South Coast Air Basin.
