• To move the region towards smart growth 
development by planning strategically for the 
location of housing and development, and how 
to support and incentivize that development 
pattern, 3 outcomes of this grant are:  1) a 
base case scenario development and 
development potential analysis; 2) infill 
feasibility analysis; 3) political feasibility 
analysis of smart growth development 
strategies. 

 
 

 
 

Community Outreach 

• A regional advisory committee was established, 
consisting of 50 members from 3 counties.  The 
committee included experts in planning, 
architecture, transportation, environment, 
economic development, community interest 
groups, etc.  Meetings were held quarterly, and 
members participated in surveys, focus group 
discussions, and one-on-one interviews. 

• The Planning Directors Forum, a group of 
planning directors, served as a technical advisory 
committee for this project.  This group also held 
a number of meetings and reviewed findings 
from the regional advisory committee.
