· What is a Transportation Concept Report (TCR)?
· TCRs are long-range (20-25 year) planning documents that evaluate current and projected conditions along a route and communicate the vision for the development of each route in each Caltrans District.

· Last iteration of the TCR guidelines was 1987

· Goals of Update
· Guide development of consistent TCRs statewide while allowing for District flexibility
· Create documents that can be easily justified at a statewide level.  Consistent documents will help to communicate that the system planning program is accountable, coordinated, comprehensive, and effective
· Integrate new policies like Complete Streets, Smart Mobility Framework, SAFETEA-LU, and SB375 and SB391
· Include a new focus on operations and management
· Develop a mechanism to capture statewide consistent SHS data
