• ISSUE: State law (SB 391) reaffirms the Department address 
economic development, including productivity and efficiency for 
the movement of people and freight in the California 
Transportation Plan. 

 
• NEED: Tool or tools to conduct a statewide analysis of the 

economic impact on strategies for complying with the California 
Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006 and SB 391 have on the 
Statewide economy. 

 
• GOAL: Providing policy and decision makers with reasonable 

and defensible projections of the economic impacts from 
proposed strategies for reducing GHG emissions.
