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TECHNICAL CHANGE TO PREVIOIUSLY APPROVED RESOLUTIONS

TEA/STIP AMENDMENT 96S-52

Technical Correction to Transportation Enhancement Activities (TEA) Program STIP Amendment
96S-52, originally approved January 14-15, 1998, to restore to the TEA Program the City of Orinda Bike Trail
project for $200,000.

This action will reduce the amount of savings identified in TEA/STIP Amendment 96S-52, in the TEA Program,
from $2,562,000 to $2,362,000, and reduces the number of TEA projects shifted into the Proposition 116
Program from two (2) to one (1) (see Attachment B).

The City of Orinda completed the bikeway project using 1997 TEA funds and therefore needs to be included in
the appropriate program’s approved list.

ACTION ITEM UPDATE FROM NOTICE
This amendment was noticed at the December 1997 Commission meeting under Item 4.5; and the
Commission directed the Department to bring an amendment for action to the January meeting for final
approval.

RECOMMENDATION
The Department recommends approval of this amendment redirecting $2,562,000 $2,362,000 in TEA savings.
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SUMMARY
This amendment identifies $2,562,000 $2,362,000 in Transportation Enhancement Activities (TEA) fund
savings created by actual savings and project deletions (Attachment A) and trades with Prop 116 funding
(Attachment B) and reprograms those funds by augmenting an existing TEA project and adding five new TEA
projects.

BACKGROUND
The Commission identified $2,562,000 $2,362,000 in savings currently available for the TEA program.  These
consist of $1,662,000 from TEA project savings and projects that are not being built with TEA funds (shown
under Attachment A), plus $900,000 $700,000 in TEA projects shifted into the Prop 116 competitive bicycle
program (shown under Attachment B) which can be funded with Prop 116 Bicycle project savings (shown
under Attachment C).  The projects listed in Attachments A and B are reprogrammed by this action.

Although Commission policy has been to discourage the use of TEA funds to fund cost overruns, there is one
project, the Squaw Valley Truckee River bikeway, which, because of flood damage, has a legitimate claim to
additional funds, if available.  The addition of $750,000 to that project will allow it to continue.

Five projects on the Standby List for Available TEA Funding can be funded with the remaining $1,812,000.
They are: the Mariposa Creek bike trail, Dorris streetscape, Lemoore gateway, Middletown bike lanes, and the
Goshen pedestrian overcrossing.  The funds for Squaw Valley Truckee River Bikeway and Lemoore Gateway
include State Highway Account match.  A total of $133,000 additional funds from the State Highway Account
are being used to match the TEA funds.

The Commission originally approved the standby list at a time when it expected the TEA program would sunset
with the end of ISTEA.  The Commission intended to maximize the TEA funds available and always intended to
have projects available to use any leftover TEA funds.  The Commission chose projects for the standby list for
the most part in counties that had received less than a proportional share of TEA programming over all three
rounds.   It is further proposed that the other projects remaining on the TEA standby list be allowed to stay on
the list, pending either additional future savings or funding from other sources.
