ROUTE 905 IN SAN DIEGO COUNTY

11-SD-905:
From Interstate 805 to Airport Road in the City of San Diego, San Diego County.
Proposed Action:
Construct a six-lane divided highway on new alignment.
Programming:

The project is programmed in the 2000 State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) as a Corridor
Project for $113.7 million ($86.7 million capital and $27.0 million support funds).  $31.2 million was
programmed in the San Diego Regional Improvement Program and $82.5 was programmed in the
Interregional Improvement Program.  $21 million is earmarked in the Governor’s Transportation
Congestion Relief Program.  There are also $4 million of local funds on the project and $66 million of
various types of federal demonstration funding.  The current total of funds committed to the corridor is
approximately $205 million and the Department is seeking additional federal and state funds to fully
fund all phases of the project.  The current cost estimate for the project ranges from $262 to $302 million
(capital and support costs).
