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TRAFFIC CONGESTION RELIEF (TCR) PROGRAM PENDING ALLOCATIONS

BACKGROUND:

At their December 2002 meeting, the Cdifornia Transportation Commission (Commisson) took action to
defer gpprova of any additiona Traffic Congestion Relief Program (TCRP) applications and alocations until
their meeting in February 2003. This action was taken because of the continuing economic challenges faced
by the State. The Governor signed an Executive Order directing al State agencies and departments to reduce
expenditures to achieve General Fund savings wherever possible. Additionaly, the Administration announced
a mid-year spending reduction proposa on December 6, 2002. This proposd is subject to legidative
aoprova. These actionswill have direct impacts on the TCRP.

In the meantime, implementing agencies are continuing to submit alocation requests for phases of work thet
are ready to begin. The following ligt identifies the pending alocation requests that are deferred until the
February 2003 Commission meeting. The dlocation requests totaing $145,366,000 for 21 TCRP projects
are asfollows:
