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PENDING TRAFFIC CONGESTION RELIEF (TCR) PROGRAM APPLICATION
AMENDMENTS

BACKGROUND:

On May 13, 2004, the Administration released its budget proposals for FY 2004-05. The
proposals include the transfer of $163,000,000 to the Traffic Congestion Relief (TCR) Fund
from the General Fund for those TCR projects with existing allocations with intention that the
Business, Transportation, and Housing Agency, in cooperation with the California
Transportation Commission (Commission), conduct a review of TCR projects to determine
which projects will receive future funding.

To date, the Legislature has not taken action to approve these proposals. The following list
identifies those TCR project application amendment requests deferred by the Commission until
such time future funding for the TCR Program can be assessed and the review of TCR projects
is completed.

The following two TCR project application amendment requests, originally presented under
Tab 32 (Reference Item 2.1c.(3)) of the June 2004 Commission meeting materials, have been
approved and removed from the pending list:

e Project #37.2 — Los Angeles Mid-City Transit Improvements; build Bus Rapid Transit
system or Light Rail Transit in Mid-City/Westside/Exposition Corridors in Los
Angeles County. Amend application to update project schedule and funding plan.

e Project #139.2 — Balboa Park BART Station; phase I expansion — MUNI Project
Improvements. Amend application to update project schedule.
