ISSUE:

The California Transportation Commission (Commission) programmed funds in Fiscal Year
2004-05 totaling $181,000 for three projects as shown on the attachment. The funds will not be
expended by the June 30, 2005, deadline. The attachment shows the details of the projects and
the reasons for the extension request. The project sponsors request an extension, and the
planning agencies concur.

BACKGROUND:

Resolution G-03-19, State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) Guidelines, adopted by
the Commission on December 11, 2003, stipulates that the Commission may approve a waiver to
the timely use of funds deadline one time only for up to 20 months in accordance with Section
14529.8 of the Government Code.

The County completed the Preliminary Assessment and Environmental Document in June 2003 for a total cost of $44,320.
In August 2004, the County requested the balance $68,680 be shifted to Plans, Specifications and Estimating (PS&E). An
allocation of $200,000 for PS&E has been continuously denied due to State funding constraints. In addition, the $200,000
was inadvertently reprogrammed to construction. This chain of events has prevented the County from using the funds in a
timely manner. An extension of time will allow the County to shift the $200,000, inadvertently programmed to
construction, to PS&E and shift the remaining $68,680 PA&ED funds to PS&E, once allocated. This project is scheduled
for construction in FY 2005-06.

The State transportation funding crisis has brought currently programmed STIP projects to a virtual standstill, and
programming of new STIP projects is not foreseeable within the current STIP cycle. Trinity County submitted allocation
requests for five projects during the second half of the 2002-03 fiscal year (FY), all of which are still pending. With the
suspension of all STIP allocations, all of our STIP funded projects are now inactive. Therefore, the concurrent planning,
programming and monitoring activities associated with these STIP projects is also largely on hold. The County anticipated
receiving allocations to proceed with most of the current STIP projects by July 1, 2003, or earlier. As of now, these projects
have been on hold for more than 18 months. With no way of predicting how much longer they will be on hold, all
indications are that no STIP allocations will be forthcoming in the next two months, so the total delay is at least 20 months.
