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RECOMMENDATION: 

 
The California Department of Transportation (Department) recommends that the California 
Transportation Commission (Commission) approve Resolution TFP-06-24, allocating $3,000,000 in 
new TCRP funds to reimburse the city of Elk Grove for a previously approved AB 1335 Letter of No 
Prejudice (LONP) for the project identified on the attached vote list.

Under Resolution TL-05-03, the city of Elk Grove received approval of a LONP authorizing the 
expenditure of $3,000,000 for completion of Plans, Specifications and Estimates (PS&E) for an 
interchange project.
