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Executive Summary

Third Quarter FY 2006-07

Project delivery through the third quarter is on
track overall. The percentage of projects
delivered to date is better than the third
quarter of prior years. The dollar value of
projects delivered to date is $200 million more
than last year.

FY 2006-07 Contract for Delivery

For FY 2006-07, the dollar value of projects
planned for delivery is $2.3 billion.

Through the third quarter, the Department
delivered a total of 238 (82 percent of annual
plan) highway construction contracts valued at
$1,554 million. 157 were delivered in the
planned quarter and 81 were delivered a
quarter early.

Program Delivery Summary

For FY 2006-07, through the third quarter, the
Department has delivered a total of 646
projects valued at $2,113 million from all
funding programs.

The Department delivered a total of 38 (67
percent of annual plan) programmed STIP
highway construction contracts valued at $329
million (73 percent of annual plan).

The Department delivered a total of 176 (84
percent of annual plan) programmed SHOPP
highway construction contracts valued at $841
million (65 percent of annual plan).

The Department has also delivered 11 out of
19 planned Intercity Rail projects valued at

$22 million and the one planned Retrofit
Soundwall location valued at $1 million.

FY 2005-06 Contract Award Status

Through the third quarter of FY 2006-07, 152
projects (87 percent) of thel74 projects FY
2005-06 Contract for Delivery projects have
been awarded.

Environmental Document Milestones

For FY 2006-07, the planned total number of
programmed STIP and SHOPP environmental
document milestones is 160.

Through the third quarter, the Department
delivered 97 (86 percent of annual plan) final
environmental documents and 18 (41 percent
of annual plan) draft environmental
documents.

Right of Way Program

For FY 2006-07, the Department received a
right-of-way allocation of $269 million dollars.
Through the third quarter, the Department has
expended $265 million (98 percent of annual
plan).

Construction Program

There are currently 557 on-going construction
contracts valued at $10 billion.
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FY 2006-07 Contract for Delivery

Director Kempton has signed a contract with
each of the Department’s 12 district directors
committing RTL Milestones for delivery by
quarter.

The Contract for Delivery is the Department’s
fiscal year plan and includes programmed
projects and projects funded from other sources
including seismic, toll bridge, and partnership
projects. The contract is not subject to change,
So it does not include program amendments,
emergency, or minor program projects.

Reported delivery through the third quarter is on
track. As reported last quarter, all projects
planned for delivery in the first and second
guarters were delivered (137 projects valued at
$923 million). For the third quarter, 73 projects
valued at $556 million were delivered on time.

Three projects missed the third quarter delivery
deadline. Two of the projects were
subsequently delivered the first week after the
close of the third quarter. These projects were
delayed slightly due to decisions to incorporate
last minute changes into the projects. The third
project is pending execution of a cooperative
agreement with a local agency.

The Department has also successfully
accelerated the delivery of 28 projects valued at
$72 million from the fourth quarter.

The total estimated value at RTL of Contract for

Delivery projects delivered through the third
quarter is $1,554 million.
