The vacations
comply with Sections 892, 8313 and 8330.5 of the Streets and Highways Code. Any exceptions
or unusual circumstances are described in the individual summaries.

Resolution No. A-871 — 02-Teh-36-PM 29.0/T29.0

(Request No. 10776) - 3 Segments

Vacates right of way in the county of Tehama along Route 36 east of Cannon Road near Red
Bluff, consisting of highway right of way no longer needed for State highway purposes. The
County was given a 90-day notice of intent to vacate, without protesting such action.

Resolution No. A-872 — 02-Teh-36-PM 37.7/38.1

(Request No. 10777) - 2 Segments

Vacates right of way in the county of Tehama along Route 36 west of Kinney Avenue near Red
Bluff, consisting of highway right of way no longer needed for State highway purposes. The
County was given a 90-day notice of intent to vacate, without protesting such action.

Resolution No. A-873 — 02-Plu-89-PM 0.8/2.3

Vacates right of way in the county of Plumas along Route 89 near Whitehawk, consisting of
highway right of way no longer needed for State highway purposes.
