Commission (Commission) amend Resolution CMIA-A-1011-001 to de-allocate $6,488,000  in 
Proposition 1B Corridor Mobility Improvement Account (CMIA) funds from the Central Phase B – 
Sonoma Highway 101 HOV Lane Widening project (PPNO 0775A) in Sonoma County, thereby 
reducing the original CMIA allocation of $19,800,000 to $13,312,000, to reflect contract award 
savings. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
In January 2011, the Commission approved Resolution CMIA-A-1011-001 allocating $19,800,000 
in CMIA capital to the Central Phase B – Sonoma Highway 101 HOV Lane Widening project.  The 
contract was awarded on May 19, 2011 with CMIA savings of $6,488,000.

Be it Resolved, that $19,800,000 in Corridor Mobility Improvement Account funds (304-6055) 
originally allocated under Resolution CMIA-A-1011-001 for the Central Phase B – Sonoma 
Highway 101 HOV Lane Widening project (PPNO 0775A) in Sonoma County, is hereby amended 
by $6,488,000, reducing the original CMIA capital amount to $13,312,000, and the overall project 
amount to $16,312,000, in accordance with the attached revised vote list.
