constrained” needs

- Contains CT C comments
- Guidancefor 4-year program

m 2006 Fund Estimate sets annual funding
targetsfor entire SHOPP

m Prior (2004 SHOPP) programmed projects
remain programmed

m Updated policies (mobility, GoCA)

B New requirements/mandates (eg. stormwater
legal and regulatory findings)



Overview

m Four year total of $7.9B for 643 projects and
reservations

- Prior Programmed - 338 projectsfor $4.57B
- New Programmed — 305 projectsfor $2.14B

- Includes $749M for 4 year reservations (safety,
emer gency, congestion, etc)

m Current SHOPP funding insufficient to keep
SHS at current distress levels



Constraints

m Past Allocation Plans allowed conditionsto
deteriorate

- Increased “ cost to fix”

m Recent cost escalation eroded capacity to add
new projects
- 2006 costsreflect market conditions

m Past 2 large winter storms have used funding
capacity

after major damage.
- Respond to earthquakes, floods, fires and other emergencies.
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2006 SHOPP: $348M ($87M/yr)
mGoal: Same as needs



Collision Reduction Needs - $3,130M
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Goal: Reduce the number of Fatal and Injury Collisions
by 10%

2006 SHOPP: $1,338 ($335M/yr)

barrier upgrade in 5 years.

Pavement Preservation

m Goal. Reduce pavement rehabilitation needs from
24% to 10 % of the system (11,800 to 5,500 lane
miles).

2006 SHOPP: $2,377M ($594M/yr)

m Goal: Maintain pavement rehabilitation at current
levels (11,800 lane miles).
