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PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
 
This project is located in San Diego at the State Route 52/I-805 Interchange and the I-805/-905 
Interchange, in San Diego County.  The project is a roadside irrigation conversion from potable water 
to recycled water.

FUNDING STATUS 

 
This drought emergency project was approved on May 6, 2015 for $2,070,000.  An additional 
$850,000 is needed to complete the construction of the recycled water pipe system for roadside 
irrigation.  
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REASONS FOR COST INCREASE 
 
The work is in response to the Governor’s April 2015 Executive Order for water conservation 
during drought conditions and the Department’s conservation goal to reach 50 percent of recycled 
water for use on highway planting. 
 
During the installation of the recycled transmission lines, extreme rocky conditions were 
encountered and resulted in more difficult trenching operations than anticipated.  Additional time 
and larger equipment was required to excavate the trenches.  Additional traffic control measures 
and night work were also needed to accommodate operations resulting in further cost increases.  
 
Construction started in August 2015 and is now 80 percent complete.  The work is currently 
suspended, as the supplemental funds are needed in order to continue the construction of the 
Recycled Water Conversion System.
