
POOKEY’S PARK

Pookey’s Park opened to the public in 1977. The 
community park covers 11.5 acres and includes 
a basketball court, athletic fields with bleachers, 
playground structures, batting cages, and 
restrooms. 

Improvements from the grant will fence the entire 
park, replace irrigation/water system, add security 
cameras throughout park, ADA lighted walking/
rolling path, shaded bleachers, improve basketball 
court, resurface all three fields, new scoreboard 
installed, 

replace playground structures, add BBQ grills, 
rebuild gazebo, add covered picnic areas with 
picnic tables, ADA accessible bathrooms, seating 
benches, and a new stage platform. 

add interpretive signage, refurbish existing signs, 
incorporate landscaping and greening measures, 
renovation batting cages, add a small skate park 
structure, paintwater tower, place memorial stone 
in honor of tribal member, pave the parking lot.
