IN RECENT NEWS:
A moderate rockslide south of Limekiln State Park closed access to Regent’s Slide on Tuesday, 
January 6. 

Crews have been unable to reach Regent’s Slide to assess the effects of last week’s rain events 
and to clean up mud and debris from below the slope.

Crews are expected to return to Regent’s in a few days to resume final repairs pending clearing of 
the rockslide.

	Steady Progress Continues at Regent’s Slide as Crews Work Toward Reopening Highway 1.

	In Recent News:
	Taking advantage of clear weather, crews at Regent’s Slide continue to make cuts in the slope and remove debris material. Climbing crews are also in full force on the slope above the roadway securing the mesh netting which will protect the travelling publ
	Data from measuring instruments indicate that since the installation of shear dowels was completed last month, no significant slide movement has been detected.
	In the coming week, crews will install a new and larger culvert in the northbound shoulder to help convey water and debris under the roadway during storm conditions.

	In Recent News:
	Last week, crews made significant progress while working through the holiday period to advance repairs at Regent’s Slide.
	Excavation productivity has increased, as the expanded bench now accommodates three conventional excavators and a bulldozer. This setup allows crews to remove material more efficiently and continue moving down the slope.
	Despite several weather-related delays in November, the outlook has improved. Forecasts indicate favorable conditions for the first half of December, providing an important opportunity to maintain momentum on this emergency project.
