INSTRUCTIONS

BACKGROUND

Per Section 16.13 of the Right of Way Manual, an excess parcel originally acquired with State gas tax will not be considered for affordable housing, in which case, the district may proceed with selling the excess parcel through the normal process.  An excess parcel that has no State gas tax but has federal involvement (on an Interstate or acquired with federal funds) may be considered for affordable housing and must seek approval from the Federal Highway Administration through a Public Interest Finding if the parcel is determined to be viable for affordable housing.

State Gas Tax

Article XIX restrictions apply to property acquired or improved with revenues from taxes on motor vehicle fuels, commonly referred to as the “State gas tax.”  These revenues are deposited into the Motor Vehicle Fuel Account (MVFA) and Highway Users Tax Account (HUTA), which are then distributed to various state and local transportation accounts for use on highways and roads.  Other revenues, such as sales tax, vehicle registration and license fees, and toll revenues, that are not deposited into MVFA or HUTA are not subject to Article XIX restrictions.  (RW Manual 16.13.02)
