DESCRIPTION 
The Santa Cruz Route 1 Capital Preventive Maintenance (CAPM) project 
is located on Route 1 through the City of Santa Cruz from just south of 
the junction of Route 9 to just north of the Western Drive intersection. The 
project will include the rehabilitation of just over 8 miles of flexible Class 
2 pavement using CAPM strategies including digouts, profile grinding, 
cold plane, and placing rubberized hot mix asphalt overlay. It will also 
upgrade 30 sign panels, replace over 500 ft. of Class II bike lane, add 
ladder markers to enhance the visibility of 6 crosswalks, upgrade 91 curb 
ramps, and replace damaged intersection detectors.
